2025 AUA Earl Nation Retrospectroscope Award
PLEASE READ CAREFULLY
The History Committee of the American Urological Association Education and Research, Inc. offers an annual award for the best paper and presentation on the history of urology given at the History Forum.  The AUA History Committee will determine the winner following the Forum. The Retrospectroscope and $1000 prize will be presented at the following year’s History Forum prior to the Bicknell Lecture.  

1) Eligibility.  This contest is open to all History Forum presenters (Poster and Podium) except former winners.
2) Content.  The entry is to represent the individual work of the essayist or, if done by a group, the candidate shall state the percentage of the work he/she has personally done.  The essay shall be the result of some research into the history of urology.

3) Format.  The submitted manuscript shall be in proper form for publication; pictures and explanations may be included.  The manuscript shall be in the form of a paper ready for publication.

4) Ownership.  Winning essays become the property of the American Urological Association Education and Research, Inc., however, publication in AUA journals is subject to the decision of its Editorial Board.  If the winning manuscript is not published in an AUA journal, the author is free to publish elsewhere (for suggestions, see: So You Want to Publish on Medical History.
5) Submission Requirements.  The Contestant for the Award shall submit the essay, including photographs, charts and drawings, and bibliography.  Digital submission is preferred. 
6) The presenter (lead author) must also include the following information as a separate item:

a) An updated CV and short biography.
b) A current headshot.

7) Conflict of Interest and Disclosure Statement.  AUA Disclosure Forms must be completed for all authors whose names appear on the manuscript. Papers submitted without these forms will be disqualified. Please use this on-line system https://coi.auanet.org/ to submit disclosure statements (must log in first). If there are five authors listed on the abstract, five Disclosure Forms must be submitted online.
8) Deadline.  All those who wish to be considered for this award must submit their manuscript to tstevens@auanet.org at the William P. Didusch Center for Urologic History no later than 11:59pm EST on Monday, June 2, 2025.  Essays received after this date/time, for whatever reason, will not be considered.

9) Selection.  The AUA History Committee shall determine which of the 2025 presenters shall receive the prize. Judgment will be based on both the presentation at the 2025 AUA Annual Meeting and the submitted paper.   A presenter whose presentation grossly exceeds the time limit for presentation (7 minutes) will not be eligible to receive the award.  The Committee is also privileged to recommend omission of any or all awards if, in its opinion, the submissions are not deemed worthy.  
10) Placement. Submission of the winning presentation/paper for publication in The Journal of Urology®, AUANews or another AUA publication will be supported by the History Committee.  Final approval, however, rests with the section editor.
